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Message from Gary Wimbish, Lay Leader 

Dear Church Family, 
 

Another North Texas Annual Conference of the United Meth-
odist Church has come and gone.  This year, as in three out of 
four years, the Conference was held at Plano Centre.  Every 
fourth year we meet in Wichita Falls.  Conference to me is like 
a huge family reunion.  The 1,100 Lay delegates and clergy 
meet to welcome new members and rejoice in the lives of the 
Saints that have gone before us. 
 

The conference was held June 5 through 7, starting with a La-
ity session Sunday night at St. Andrews UMC in Plano.  Open-
ing worship was at First United Methodist Church, Richardson; 
the service of ordination and commissioning at Custer Road 
United Methodist Church where our old friend Paul McKay 
was ordained as a Deacon.  Presiding over the conference for 
the fist time was Bishop W. Earl Bledsoe.  Bishop Bledsoe 
challenged conference members to “rethink church,” urging 
churches to unite around a common vision and reach a younger 
generation and work together toward developing a strategic 
plan for the future.  “If we as an Annual Conference want to 
work together for change,” Bishop Bledsoe noted, "we will 
need to get our priorities straight.  We will have to let go of 
some of the things that we have done just because we have 
always done them that way."  The sentiment was echoed by the 
youth representatives who gave us a strong “talking to” in their 
address on Monday, challenging the incumbents to support 
them in their efforts to make church and conference a place for 
young and old alike. 
 

The conference overwhelmingly approved a year-long strategic 
planning process initiated earlier in the year at the bishop’s 
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suggestion.  The plan will be brought to the 2010 annual con-
ference.  Each delegate was given the opportunity to give in-
put to the planning when we broke into small discussion 
groups, a first at conference.  
 

Houston Area Bishop Janice Huie was the guest preacher for 
the opening service.  She particularly praised the inclusion of 
young people in the service, including 100 plus interns from 
the urban outreach programs Project Transformation and C2K 
and college-age camping interns, who were commissioned to 
their work at the end of the service. 
 

In the Laity Address, NTC lay leader Richard Hearne cited 
recent accomplishments, such as the successful campaign to 
raise one million dollars to build a health center and provide 
health science scholarships for Africa University.  He empha-
sized that there is much more to do and called for laity to take 
leadership in programs that make a difference in their lives 
and the lives of others.  Did you know that the average life 
expectancy in some African countries is only thirty-four?  A 
lack of clean water, doctors and nurses is the main cause to 
break that cycle.  Our conference has founded and supports 
Africa University.  Vice-president and development director 
Dr. James Salley was on hand to receive a $500,000 check for 
scholarships and announce a July 16th dedication for the 
health center, which he said would be the finest facility of its 
kind in the country.  The NTC presented a check for $500,000 
in 2008 and the building is almost complete.  That is what we 
have done as a conference!  
 

Annual conference always reminds me of why I am a Meth-
odist: social conscience, orientation to mission and a burning 
desire to make Disciples of Jesus Christ.  I hope you can at-
tend next year and get excited about our future.

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The Power of Introductions 
 

On May 17, 2009, Rev. Jim Ozier brought his “Power of Introductions” 
sermon to our 11:00 FUMC congregation.  Rev. Ozier based his com-
ments on Romans 12:13, which states:  “Contribute to the needs of the 
saints; provide hospitality to visitors.”  Rev. Ozier  
emphatically stated that “we should not miss the opportunity to  
introduce church guests to Jesus Christ.” 
 

Rev. Ozier is the new church development officer for the Methodist 
North Texas Conference (NTC).  Prior to his current assignment,  
he was pastor of the 4000-member Trietsch Memorial UMC, Flower 
Mound, for nearly 18 years.  In a time when average church attendance 
was declining, Trietsch more than tripled in size. 
 

Rev. Ozier’s message provided powerful and practical words to help our church grow.  He provided recom-
mendations and specific techniques on how our FUMC members can become even more welcoming to our 
guests and other church members.  For example, he recommended that we view our church visitors as 
guests.  This is not just a play on words.  A guest is welcome because you are eager to see them and be-
cause they are very welcome in your church.  A visitor is just a visitor.   
 

Rev. Ozier commented that “we should strive to create a culture to ‘link’ with other people on Sunday morn-
ings.”  To help with this process, he passed out “5-10-Link Rule” cards to everyone in the congregation.  
These cards are simple reminders to:   
 

• “5” - Five minutes before and after the Sunday morning worship service you should look for someone you 
don’t know.  Then, go introduce yourself. 

• “10” -  If you are in a group discussion, find someone within 10’ to bring into your group conversation.   
• “Link” – find a common link between the new person and someone in your group.  For example, do they 
both play golf?   By linking or connecting a common trait, it will be much easier for people to get to know 
each other. 

 

In addition, people normally avoid conversation when they don’t remember a name.  But, there is no sin in 
not remembering a name.  Rev. Ozier recommended that “when you don’t remember someone’s name, just 
say:  Help me with the name…” 
 

We THANK Rev. Ozier for his guidance in helping FUMC become a more welcoming church.  If you would 
like to see Rev. Ozier’s actual sermon, videos are available upon request.
